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The objective of the KAPOW Worksite Visit is for students to learn about people’s jobs, not just see the facilities or equipment. The business volunteers working with the students may not always focus on this objective. To ensure that this happens, please participate in the presentation. Encourage students to make the most of each encounter by asking the questions and following the suggestions below. Facilitators might start the questions to get the students going. 

WHAT DEPARTMENT IS THIS?: (Get explanation of what happens in this department).

WHAT IS YOUR JOB?: (Get the Title and explanation of what activities/tasks the person does.)   

WHAT SKILLS DOES THIS PERSON NEED TO DO HIS/HERJOB? (Ask the children to answer this question first, then have the presenter fill in the skills the children did not mention). 
WHAT DO YOU STUDY IN SCHOOL THAT WOULD HELP THIS PERSON DO HIS/HER JOB? (Ask the children to answer this question first, then have the presenter fill in the details the children did not mention). 
ACTIVITIES: The presenter may or may not have a hands-on activity for the students to do. If they don’t, activities can be devised on the spot. Example: A presenter may be showing the students how email works on their computer. If they don’t offer, ask the presenter if students can write something in an email and send it to someone  else in the office (perhaps the person at the next workstation you will visit). 

Activities can always be at least INTERACTIVE, if not hands-on. Example: Ask the presenter for a problem they have to solve in their job. Brainstorm with the students and the presenter how this problem can be solved.

ADDITIONAL DISCUSSION – ASK THE STUDENTS:
HOW WOULD YOU EXPLAIN THIS JOB TO SOMEONE ELSE?  

WHAT ARE YOU LEARNING IN SCHOOL THAT RELATES TO THIS JOB?
